Bill 53 The committee settled to appropriate the amount of $400.00 (forfeited) to Bill 53. The conference represents a unique opportunity for the student to dig deeper
into her field of study and represent the institution internationally.

Bill 60 The committee settled to appropriate the amount of $375.00 to Bill 60. The committee took an extra week to discuss the Bill amid changing circumstances with
the budget.
