Eye with 8 well defined ommatidia ……………………..…….. 4

Monomorphic; México south to the Guianas, northern Brasil and southern Colombia; commonly collected ……………………….……. gilva Mayr

Weakly dimorphic, southern half of Brasil, Paraguay and Argentina; rarely collected ……….. amblyops (Emery)
