Proposal Title:   Degree plan changes for English & American Literature major                    
 
The literature faculty would like to propose two changes to the degree plan for English & 
American Literature. These changes will allow more flexibility in the major, particularly in 
light of the requirements imposed by Senate Bill 25. Moreover, these changes will allow 
students to tailor their programs better to fit their research and professional goals. 
 
First, we would allow a maximum of two 2000-level courses to count toward the major. 
Currently the major does not allow any 2000-level courses, which is out of line with most 
COLA programs. The current policy creates unnecessary difficulties for our students, 
especially transfer students, who in most cases must fit all 36 credit-hours in the major 
within their last two years of study. 
 
Second, we would remove the “Additional Area” requirement which requires students to 
complete 3 courses in one of five areas (e.g., British Literature before 1800). While this 
requirement was originally designed to encourage specialization, it does not do so in 
practice and even prevents students from developing more meaningful specializations. The 
requirement also creates unnecessary scheduling difficulties which we have until now 
managed by allowing substitutions.

Graduate Certificate in 
Teaching English 


 
The Graduate Certificate is intended for prospective or current English teachers who plan to teach dual-credit, 
college-level English courses (i.e., courses that count for both high school and college credit). To obtain the 
certificate, students will take 18 semester credit hours of graduate English content courses. Credit earned for 
the certificate can be counted towards one of the three Master’s programs in the English Department (English 
& American Literature, Rhetoric & Writing Studies, or the Master of Arts in Teaching English). 


Admission Requirements

Conditional admittance will be given if the application materials show potential for success but are lacking in 
one area (such as the GPA). In this case, students will need to take one graduate class in English/Rhetoric & 
Writing Studies, and receive a B or A in the class before they can be fully admitted into the program.

Proposal Title:  Addition of LEAD 1300 and 2300 to University Core 


Description: 
The minor in Leadership Studies offers a flexible but in-depth study of leadership and its effects on 
society. The minor is designed to provide understanding of leadership theory and improves student 
leadership styles to develop competencies in the domain of leadership through lenses of social 
change, ethics, and community engagement (SEC). Further, the minor serves as a foundation for 
building a community of scholars whose work examines the intersection of SEC in the practice of 
interdisciplinary leadership. The primary educational objectives of the minor are to introduce, 
nurture and develop leaders who possess deep and broad knowledge of the discipline while 
considering concepts of social change, ethical leadership and community engagement as it applies 
to their primary area of study.  The program seeks to open up opportunities for students to take 
these courses under UTEP’s core curriculum options.    


Rationale: 
Our goal is to meet the needs of our underrepresented and underserved student populations by 
offering an interdisciplinary minor to fill the gap in leadership education offerings at the 
undergraduate level.

Proposal Title:  Bachelor of Music Curriculum Changes 2020 (revised) 
 
The Department of Music is committed to UTEP’s mission to provide our students with access and 
excellence. By continuing to offer the Bachelor of Music degree that meets the requirement for 
accreditation and at the same time reflects the changing needs of the job market, we believe that 
we can accomplish this mission. There are two parts to this proposal: 


1. The addition of courses to the Bachelor of Music degree as required by the National 
Association of Schools of Music (NASM). All of the courses involved are already being 
offered by the Department of Music. 


2. The addition of two new concentrations to the Bachelor of Music degree to meet the 
changing job market in middle and secondary education. One concentration will require the 
addition of one new course.  


 
Part 1: 
 
In 2017, the Department of Music began our periodic review with the National association of 
Schools of Music (NASM). The department chair has been working closely with NASM to clarify 
how to proceed to bring our degrees in line with the current requirements for our continued 
accreditation.  
 
In fall of 2020, the Department of Music submitted a proposal to increase the semester credit hours 
of all concentrations in the program BM-MUSC, Bachelor of Music, to 131 hours.  The 
concentration ALMI, All-Levels Education – Instrumental, was approved by all UTEP committees.  
This proposal includes revisions to other concentrations in this program.   
 
NASM requires “Keyboard competency.”1 This is typically achieved through a four-semester 
sequence of Class Piano (MUSI 1181, 1182, 2181, 2182 in the ACGM).2  Almost all music majors 
for whom piano is not their primary instrument enroll in MUSA 1271, 1272, 2271, and 2272, Piano

Class I through IV. However, only Piano IV appears in the current degree plans. MUSA 1271, 
1272, and 2271 are prerequisites for MUSA 2272. This situation has also created Financial Aid 
issues for many music majors, as Piano I through III populate as Non-Contributing Courses in their 
degree evaluation (CAPP).  
 
Therefore, the Department of Music is requesting a change to the Semester Credit Hours in two of 
the following concentrations due to the addition of MUSA 1271, 1272, and 2271.  Three of the 
following concentrations will add MUSA 1271, 1272, and 2271 and remove 6 hours of electives. 


x ALMV All-Levels Ed-Vocal (126 hours) 
x MTAC Music Theory & Composition (124 hours) 
x MUPG Music Performance: Guitar, also adding new course Guitar Literature (120 hours) 
x MUSV Music Performance: Vocal (120 hours) 
x MWSP Music Performance: Wind/String/Percussion (120 hours) 


 
The following concentrations are for students whose primary instrument is piano, and need no 
additional piano classes or additional semester credit hours. However, there are a few other 
desirable updates to be made at this time.  


x MUKP Music Performance: Keyboard Pedagogy (120 hours) 
x MUSK Music Performance: Keyboard (120 hours) 


 
Part 2: 
 
There is a steady demand for teachers qualified to teach class piano and class guitar in middle and 
high schools in the El Paso area. The Department of Music currently does not offer the Bachelor of 
Music degree with concentrations in guitar or piano that include the All-levels Education Minor 
leading to teacher certification. Currently, these positions are often being filled with music 
graduates who have degrees in guitar performance, keyboard performance, or another 
concentration, and who return to UTEP for alternative certification. This is less than ideal, as these 
students do not take many of the courses offered by the Department of Music to prepare our 
students to teach music in middle and high school. Some positions are filled with people for whom 
guitar or piano is not their primary instrument, including band, orchestra, and choir directors. This 
proposal includes two new concentrations that will also require more than the 120-hour limit on 
Bachelor’s Degrees.  
 
The new concentration in Music Education – Keyboard is achievable without the addition of any 
new faculty or courses. The new concentration in Music Education – Guitar is achievable with the 
addition of one new course, Guitar Literature, but no new faculty.

Proposal Title:   Updated degree plans for psychology graduate programs of study                    
 
The Department of Psychology has made a number of primarily cosmetic changes to our 
degree plans for the purposes of 1) providing consistency in format across degree plans 
within our program, 2) providing clarity for our students about which courses count in the 
menu of elective/options, and 3) to reduce the time it takes for course substitutions to be 
processed through Goldmine thus limiting the issues with financial aid students face during 
registration.  
 
Some changes were consistent across all plans of study and are itemized below: 
 
Degree plans of study for the Doctoral Degree in Psychology with a concentration in Health 
Psychology; Social/Cultural Psychology; Legal Psychology; Bilingualism, Language & 
Cognition; and Behavioral Neuroscience as well as the degree plan of study for the Masters 
Degree in Clinical Psychology have been updated to include: 
- the use of the 6000 level course number instead of the 5000 level numbers whenever 
possible per the Graduate School's suggestion 
-PSYC 6313 Multilevel Modeling course number changed, but the old number was still on 
our older degree plans so this has been updated in all locations  
-an older typographical error in one degree plan for the course number PSYC 6343 Clinical 
Issues in Legal Psychology has been corrected 
-for all degree plans, students can take PSYC 5385 or 6385 Research Apps, PSYC 5396/6396 
Thesis II and PSYC 6399 Dissertation II multiple times, but can only take PSYC 5395/6395 
Thesis I and PSYC 6398 Dissertation I once for credit. This was not previously specified and 
is clear now in all plans. 
- PSYC 5360 Clinical Intership and PSYC 6390 Field Placement courses are now clearly 
described in terms of whether or not they can be taken more than once in some degree 
plans for credit.  
-PSYC 6380 and 6381 correspond to First Year Project, and since an academic year can 
never really be more than "two semesters" these courses cannot be taken more than one 







time each for credit in all doctoral degree plans. Therefore these courses have been 
removed from some elective sections in a few degree plans. 
-Some programs of study have indicated that students can repeat specific Special Topic or 
Seminar courses more than once, since the topics do vary for these courses. When this is 
true, it has been specified on each degree plan. 
 
Additionally, within some programs of study more specific and unique changes were 
incorporated and are summarized below: 
 
-In the plan of study for the Doctoral Degree in Psychology with a concentration in 
Bilinguilism, Language & Cognition, the faculty voted to move PSYC 6334 Foundations of 
Research out of a required course menu and into two other locations within the degree plan.  
Specifically, this course is now included as a breadth option and as an elective option. 
Additionally, this degree plan has been expanded to include a wider range of breadth 
courses options for students to take, and a larger list of elective courses to take. 
 
-In the plan of study for the Doctoral Degree in Psychology with a concentration in 
Behavioral Neuroscience, the faculty voted to move PSYC 6334 Foundations of Research 
out of a required course menu and into the elective section. Additionally previously 
approved changes related to which courses count as breadth or electives were not included 
in the online degree plan in the catalog and have been correctly included now.  
 
-In the plan of study for the Doctoral Degree in Psychology with a concentration in Health 
Psychology, faculty voted to expand the list of courses offered for elective and breadth 
options. Additionally the area moved a previously required cross-cultural research methods 
course into the electives section due to a lack of frequency with which it was being taught. 
Additionally, this area has reduced the total number of required concentration courses from 
3 to 2 based on the frequency with which they are able to teach one of those original 3 
courses (that course was not taght for 5 years so making it required became problematic for 
students). The facutly in this area have adjusted the elective number to account for the total 
number of credit hours such that there is no change in required number of courses. 
 
-in the plan of study for the Masters in Clinical Psychology, the faculty voted to combine 
two older sections of their degree plan into one larger elective menu to provide more 
options for students to take, and to include courses that are required for students to obtain 
state licensure in psychological counseling. This elective section has been expanded, but in 
doing so - the faculty also identified a course which is no longer being taught and asked to 
remove it from their plan. That was PSYC 6319 Seminar in Personality Assessment, which 
has now been removed from the Clinical MA program of study as well as the Doctoral 
Degree in Psychology with a Legal Psychology Concentration Degree plan, and we are 
including a course deletion form in this packet.  
 
Finally, we are including the track changes version of the catalog listing from the UTEP 
website that is required for LACC review, but we are also including some internal 
(departmental) documents outlining each degree plan, as these versions are the ones that 
will be used to help guide our students on how to select courses for their degree. We 
believe these new internal documents will reduce the number of issues our students face 







when it comes to registering for courses each semester, since this reformatting is now 
more clear and consistent across degree plans. We have taken the steps to confirm that the 
internal documents match the course catalog website changes. We feel that our internal 
formatting might be a bit easier to read, and thought the LACC committee and other 
evaluative groups might therefore also benefit from seeing the internal files alongside the 
track change versions; however, we understand that the formal review will be of the track 
changes version which is copy and pasted from the course catalog.

Proposal Title:   Degree plan changes for English & American Literature major                    
 
The literature faculty would like to propose two changes to the degree plan for English & 
American Literature. These changes will allow more flexibility in the major, particularly in 
light of the requirements imposed by Senate Bill 25. Moreover, these changes will allow 
students to tailor their programs better to fit their research and professional goals. 
 
First, we would allow a maximum of two 2000-level courses to count toward the major. 
Currently the major does not allow any 2000-level courses, which is out of line with most 
COLA programs. The current policy creates unnecessary difficulties for our students, 
especially transfer students, who in most cases must fit all 36 credit-hours in the major 
within their last two years of study. 
 
Second, we would remove the “Additional Area” requirement which requires students to 
complete 3 courses in one of five areas (e.g., British Literature before 1800). While this 
requirement was originally designed to encourage specialization, it does not do so in 
practice and even prevents students from developing more meaningful specializations. The 
requirement also creates unnecessary scheduling difficulties which we have until now 
managed by allowing substitutions.
