	Purpose: Designs, implements, and maintains enterprise-class computer databases; codes, tests, and implements physical databases.

	Duties and Responsibilities: Designs logical and physical databases, reviews description of changes to database design to understand how changes to be made affect physical database (how data is stored in terms of physical characteristics such as location, amount of space, and access method.  

Creates database objects such as tables, queries, views, functions, and procedures using standard database languages such as Structured Query Language (SQL) as well as vendor-specific procedural database languages. 

Tests and corrects errors, and refines changes to databases and database objects.

Calculates optimum values for database parameters such as amount of computer memory and processor requirements required

Establishes and maintains database installation configurations.

Modifies database programs to increase processing performance.

Specifies user access level for each segment of one or more data items such as insert, replace, retrieve, or delete data.

Specifies which users can access databases and what data can be accessed by user.

Designs database security based upon requirements and existing computing security infrastructure.

Trains users and answers user questions.
