Course Description

The focus of this course is to provide an expanded experience in visual art for the non-art major, and will
require the student to visit a variety of art exhibition venues and art events within the student’s location
to apply concepts and terminology acquired in class to art objects in the real word. This course is an
introduction to the visual arts, and will cover basic concepts, terminology and styles. Students will be
exposed to several historical western and non-western cultural styles of art in a variety of media, including
architecture. Prior to the art historical study of these styles, students will devote several weeks to the
study of the fundamental concepts and terminology of art, as well as methods of making and issues
surrounding the creation of art. Practical application of lecture material will consist of assignments
completed in conjunction with independent viewings of art exhibitions and events.

Students need not have had any prior experience in art to succeed in this class, but participation in class
discussions and the punctual submission of all assighments are crucial to the successful completion of this
course.

Course Format

This course is designed using a modular format—that is, each week is “packaged” as a single module so
that all the materials, lecture notes, submission areas, discussion posts are in one area for a given week.
Course material will be presented in a lecture format, utilizing visual support in the form of slides, videos,
and works exhibited at art venues.
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Course Prerequisite Information

Enrollment in this course is restricted to Junior and Senior level undergraduates who have not completed
Art 1300 Art Appreciation, and Graduate students.

Graduate students will be required to complete additional work in order to receive graduate credit for
this course.

This course can be used to fulfill the College of Liberal Arts general education requirement for Fine and
Performing Arts.

Course Goals and Objectives
Students will gain:
a fundamental understanding of the concepts and terminology of art.
a knowledge of the methods of making and issues surrounding the creation of art.
a knowledge of some of the major monuments of western and non-western art.
a developing awareness of the significance of individual and historical styles and the manner in
which they reflect personal and cultural values.
experience in the formal and iconographic analysis of art objects.

Course Outcomes

Students who successfully complete this course will have a basic understanding of the nature of art, the
issues surrounding the creation of art and the ways in which art objects and monuments reflect their
respective temporal and cultural contexts. They will also have an introductory level knowledge of art
historical study of specific works and cultural styles. The study of the visual and symbolic language of art,
including the visual elements, principles of design and iconography, will enable students to formally and
conceptually analyze works of art; the result will be a heightened sense of visual/perceptual awareness
and a marked improvement in critical thinking and communication skills. In learning to appreciate the
visual arts, students will explore the nature of self-expression and the emotional aspects of visual
communication and will experience greater self-awareness.

Course Requirements

Exams (50% of your final grade)

There will be 4 exams given in this course, and they will be visible on Blackboard the day of the exam, and
the day for review, but never before. Deadline for the exams is always 11:59 pm MST on Thursdays and
review will be done on the following Monday (tentatively). You will be required to take the exams under
Lockdown browser and video recorded under Respondus using your Webcam. All exams will include
guestions that require the student to refer to images, as well as questions that do not refer to slides. The
objective format will be used, and tests may include slide identifications, multiple choice, true/false, essay
or matching type questions.

Each of the 4 exams covers a different section of the lecture/text material and all of them weight the same
percentage in the overall final grade.

Tentative dates for the first 3 examinations appear in the tentative course calendar. Any changes
regarding these dates will be announced well in advance of the actual test date. The final examination
date is set and cannot be changed. You can find review sheets for the exams on the Welcome Folder.
You will need to download “Lock Down Browser” and have a web cam on the computer. You will be
recorded! You can find detailed instructions on how the browser works in the Welcome Folder.
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As with all exams for this class, you are on your honor to complete it in one sitting.

This is a closed book exam class. You may not use study aids of any kind (No Gogooling answers, no flash
cards from 3rd parties, no PowerPoint lectures or review sheet; no flashcards or lecture notes you have
made; no textbook or any other online sources) or communicate with anyone during this exam, unless it
is indicated on the instructions.

Participation Assignments (50% of your final grade)

Participation is a vitally important component of each student’s overall performance in this course. The
participation grade consists of scores on assignments performed independently Participation assignments
are indicated in the course calendar. Details of each individual assignment can be found in its respective
Weekly Module. All participation assignments are due on time. Assignments and make up assignments
should be turned in electronically on the Blackboard link for the assignment only. This also applies to
resubmissions.

The deadline for assignments is always 11:59 pm MST on Saturdays. Assignments turned in by e-mail
won’t be graded.

When working on your assignments consider the Visual Elements and Design Principles as well as the
Theories of Criticism. As the semester progresses and you have more knowledge on the subject, your
assignments should show that and be more complex and precise within the analysis and the criticism.
The more elements and principles you state correctly, the more insightful and thoughtful, as well as the
use of art terms learned during online lectures, the better your grade. Start your assignments with time
in advance. Do not leave them until the last minute. This will affect the quality of your work and your
grade. Most assignments require selfies, video and photographs. If they are not submitted, no grade will
be provided.

The deadline for discussions is always 11:59 p.m. MST on Friday to post and always 11:59 p.m.
MST on Saturday to respond. After that, the discussion will close on Sunday and it won’t be
available to make it up. (10%)

Assignment 4
PowerPoint Presentation with a Written Component. Art Criticism. (50%)

Extra Credit (EC)

Some quizzes or activities may count as extra credit points that will be added to the exam grades.
Extra credit questions may also be present on the exams, as well as PowerPoints, video, discussions
or written assignments. Extra Credits are due always at 11:59 pm MST on Sundays, with an
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exception in the last week of classes. Make-ups for these opportunities won’t be offered. No other
extra credit will be given in this class.

NOTE: When you do some of the quiz extra credits, Bb does not grade correctly. If you write mouth,
and the answer is lips, even though it is more or less the same thing, Bb will mark it wrong. If you,
or |, write something with a misspelling, Bb will mark it wrong. You may be getting zeros from Bb
on several of the quizzes. After the deadline, | will grade your quizzes directly, and you will get the
points you earned.

Course Policies

Attendance and Conduct

Virtual Attendance and participation are considered performance criteria for this class. You should log in
minimum 3 times a week. While online, participants are expected to complete all lectures, videos, and
activities listed on the week on the Tentative Course Calendar. Failure to perform to required standards
will result in strong grade penalties and may result in failure of this course.

Course Work

Please note that Online classes require the same amount of work such as a face to face classes. A full
course has to complete 40 hours of instruction, to what you need to add the homework time and the
study time. If you divide the 40 hours by the 15 weeks of instruction your course is, and then divide by the
5 days of the week. Daily, you must have about 30 minutes of instruction, or weekly about 2 hours and 40
minutes. Plus, study time and assignments, you are required to dedicate to the course about 1hour per
day, or 5 hours or more per week.

Keep in mind that an Art class is as difficult as any other. This is not an easy “A” class. Please organize
yourself accordingly to be successful in this class.
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Conduct in the Online Classroom

The same guidelines followed in a face to face classroom should be followed in the online classroom plus
specific rules required for an online environment. Please follow the rules of Netiquette stated on the last
page of the syllabus.

Conduct During Exams
The following policy for conduct during exams will be rigorously enforced. Non-compliance could result
in an inquiry conducted through the Office of the Dean of Students, failure of the course, or the student
being placed on probation.

« No electronics of any kind will be allowed during the exam. This includes your phone.

« Do notleave and return to the area during the test.

« No talking or communicating in any manner with another person during the exam.

« Do not take photos of your exam.

« Do not google the answers.

« Respondus Lockdown Browser will require that all internet tabs are closed prior to the start of
the test.

« Respondus Monitor requires a webcam and microphone.

« Respondus Monitor requires you to take a video of your surrounding area (desk, chair, walls,
etc.)

« You will be required to show the webcam your student ID prior to the start of the test. This
could be your drivers license too.

« Your face should be completely visible during the test. Blocking the camera will disable the test
and your grade will be nulled.

« Make sure you are wearing clothes when you take your exam. Remember that you will be
recorded and your video will be visible and storage under the Bb server at the university.

Late Assignments and Make-up work

In general, assignments turned in after the deadline will have 5 points deducted per day that the
assignment is late. Assignments 1 and 4 will be only accepted until Sunday at midnight after the due date.
If the assignment is not turned in it will be graded with a zero.

Assignment 2 and 3 will be accepted for the next 7 days for a grade after the due date. The 5 points off
penalizations applies here too. If the assignment is turned after the 4th day will receive a grade of 50 no
matter what. If the assignment is not turned in it will be graded with a zero.

Requests for makeup discussions will be granted only with appropriate documentation and by
arrangement and approval of the instructor. Discussions will only earn 50% credit. All late work, which for
external circumstances needed to be submitted after the extra week given, should be submitted by the
last day of classes, anything after that won’t be graded.
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Requests for makeup exams will be granted only with appropriate documentation and by arrangement
and approval of the instructor.
A student making a request for a makeup exam must meet one of the following criteria:

e Student cannot take the exam due to his/her serious illness or grave illness of his/her child;
the makeup request must be accompanied by a doctor’s note. Routine doctor and dentist
appointments are not excused.

e Student cannot take the exam due to a family emergency or death in the immediate family;
documentation of the situation must be provided.

e Student cannot take the exam due to participation as a representative of UTEP in an off-
campus event, such as an athletic event, debate or field trip. Instructor approval of the
absence must be obtained prior to student participation in the event.

Makeups for the first three exams will be given online during the next 2 days after the exam deadline;
unless other arrangements were done with the instructor. The exams may or may not follow the objective
format used for regularly scheduled exams. No makeups will be given for the final exam, no matter what.
This is the Art Department policy. No makeups will be given for extra credit quizzes. Students who cannot
commit to the rigors of this course should consider taking it at another time.

Avoid slang termssuch as “wassup?” and texting abbreviations such as “u” instead of “you”

Use standard fonts such as Times New Roman and use a size 12 or 14 pt. font

Avoid using the caps lock feature AS IT CAN BE INTERPRETED AS YELLING

Limit and possibly avoid the use of emoticons

Be cautious when using humor or sarcasm as tone is sometimes lost in an email or discussion
post and your message might be taken seriously or offensive

Be careful with personal information (both yours and other’s)

Do not send confidential patient information via e-mail

Email netiquette
When you send an email to your instructor, teaching assistant, or classmates, you should:

Use a descriptive subject line unique to the subject. DO NOT just reply without changing the
subject line, unless the subject had not changed.

Be brief

Avoid attachments unless you are sure your recipients can open them.

Avoid HTML in favor of plain text

Sign your message with your name

Think before you send the e-mail to more than one person. Does everyone really need to see
your message?

Be sure you REALLY want everyone to receive your response when you click, “reply al
Be sure that the message author intended for the information to be passed along before you
click the “forward” button

Discussion board netiquette and guidelines
When posting on the Discussion Board in your online class, you should:

Make posts that are on topic and within the scope of the course material

Take your posts seriously and review and edit your posts before sending

Be as brief as possible while still making a thorough comment

Always give proper credit when referencing or quoting another source

Be sure to read all messages in a thread before replying

Don’t repeat someone else’s post without adding something of your own to it

Avoid short, generic replies such as, “l agree.” You should include why you agree or add to the
previous point

Always be respectful of others’ opinions even when they differ from your own

When you disagree with someone, you should express your differing opinion in a respectful, non-
critical way

Do not make personal or insulting remarks

Be open-minded
