Training Grants & Fellowships
National Institutes of Health
Training Grants
· Parent T32: Ruth L. Kirschstein National Research Service Award (NRSA) Institutional Research Training Grants. All NIH Institutes and Centers (IC) participate in this mechanism, although some requirements may be different. The guidelines at http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PA-11-184.html have a link to the various IC requirements. The topic areas for the training grants are up to the applicant, as long as they fit the interests of an IC. Standard dates for proposals are January 25, May 25, and September 25. There is no limit on the number of proposals an institution may submit. Projects may be for either pre-doctoral or post-doctoral training.
· Parent T35: Kirschstein National Research Service Award (NRSA) Short-Term Institutional Research Training Grants. These are offered by some but not all IC; see the list at http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PA-11-185.html.  T35 awards are for 8 to 12 weeks of training to be offered in the summer. Due dates are the same as for the Parent T32, and training may be at either the pre-doctoral or post-doctoral level.
· RFA-HL-13-020 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/rfa-files/RFA-HL-13-020.html): National Heart, Lung and Blood Institute (NHLBI), Short-Term Research Education Program to Increase Diversity in Health-Related Research (R25). Training must focus on the areas of cardiovascular, lung, and blood diseases and sleep disorders. Research experiences are expected to last 2-3 months, usually in the summer.  Supported students must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents. Participants must also have completed one undergraduate year at a college or university or one year in an accredited school of medicine, etc. Proposals are due February 7, 2013 and 2014; LOI’s are due January 7, 2013 and 2014. An institution may submit more than one proposal in response to the RFA.
· PAR-12-199 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PAR-12-199.html): National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA, Research Education Grants for Statistical and Computational Training in the Genetics of Addiction (R25). Participants may be undergraduate, graduate, or post-doctoral level trainees and may be either citizens or non-citizens. Proposals are due August 21, 2013 and 2014.
· PAR-12-084 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PAR-12-084.html): National Institute of Neurological Disorders and Stroke (NINDS), National Institute on Aging (NIA), National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism (NIAAA), Eunice Kennedy Shriver National Institute of Child Health and Human Development (NICHD), NIDA, National Institute of General Medical Sciences (NIGMS), and NIMH, Jointly Sponsored Ruth L. Kirschstein National Research Service Award Institutional Predoctoral Training Program in the Neurosciences (T32). Grants will provide support to trainees in their first two years of their doctoral program. Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents. Proposals are due May 25, 2013 and 2014; LOI’s are due April 25, 2013 and 2014. This is a limited submission: an institution may submit only one proposal in response to this PAR.  This opportunity is on the ORSP Limited Submission table, with a deadline for NOI submission of January 25, 2013 and a white paper/draft proposal deadline of February 25, 2013.
· PAR 12-047 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PAR-12-047.html): National Institute of Diabetes and Digestive and Kidney Diseases, NIDDK Education Program Grants (R25). This PAR provides support for undergraduate, graduate, and post-doctoral students in areas of biomedical or behavioral research of interest to NIDDK. The structure of the educational opportunity can include an intensive summer research program, a curriculum-based program, or a combination of both experiences. Participants are expected to be U.S. citizens. There is no limitation on the number of proposals that may be submitted in response to this PAR, which expires on January 8, 2015. Proposals are due on a January 25, May 25, and September 25 cycle.
· PAR-12-049 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PAR-12-049.html): National Cancer Institute (NCI) Cancer Education Grants Program. This PAR provides funding in three areas: (1) Short-Term Educational Programs; (2) Short-Term Research Experience Programs; and (3) Institutional Curriculum Development Programs. Short-term research experiences are expected to last for a maximum of 15 weeks; participants will receive stipends of up to $6000 for their term in a research program along with $1,000 in training-related research expenses such as travel to scientific meetings. Non-U.S. citizens may participate, but their participation must be justified. An institution may submit more than one proposal, with annual due dates of January 25, May 25, and September 25. The PAR expires on January 8, 2015.
Fellowships

· PA 11-112 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PA-11-112.html). Parent Ruth L. Kirschstein National Service Awards for Individual Predoctoral Fellowships to Promote Diversity in Health-Related Research (F31-Diversity). Most Institutes and Centers (IC) participate in this parent opportunity. Fellowships support up to five years of support for research training leading to the Ph.D. or equivalent degree. Stipends are currently set at $22,032 per year. NIH will also contribute to the combined cost of tuition and fees. The Fellow’s institution receives an institutional allowance of $4,200 per Fellow to cover expenses such as health insurance, research supplies, equipment, books, and travel to scientific meetings. Proposals are due on an April 8, August 8, and December 8 cycle. 

· PA 11-111 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PA-11-111.html): Some but not all IC participate in the Parent F31 (Non-Diversity), which provides research training fellowships to provide support for promising doctoral candidates who will be performing dissertation research in areas of interest to the participating IC. Fellowship awards are usually for 2-3 years. Levels of support for both the Fellow and the institution and due dates are the same as for the F31.

· PA-11-113 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PA-11-113.html): Parent Ruth L. Kirschstein National Service Awards for Individual Postdoctoral Fellows (F32). Most ICs participate in the PA. Post-doctoral fellowships are normally for three years. Stipends range from $39,264 for individuals with no experience to $54,180 for Fellows with 7 or more years experience. The institution receives $7,850 per Fellow. Deadlines are the same as for the F31’s. All three F31/F32 PA’s expire on May 5, 2014.

· PAR 12-103 (http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/pa-files/PAR-12-103.html): National Institute of Mental Health (NIMH), Mental Health Research Dissertation Grant to Increase Diversity (R36). Support will be given to dissertation research in all areas of research within the strategic priorities of NIMH. Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents and either from racial or ethnic groups underrepresented in health-related sciences, disabled, or from disadvantaged backgrounds. Proposals are due December 21, 2012; April 22, 2013; August 22, 2013; December 23, 2013; April 22, 2014; August 22, 2014; and December 22, 2014.
National Science Foundation (NSF)
Opportunities to Which Students May Apply Directly or to which an Institution Applies on Behalf of an Individual Student
· Graduate Research Fellowships (http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/2012/nsf12599/nsf12599.htm): Fellowships are for students pursuing research-based master’s and doctoral degrees in the fields of science and engineering supported by NSF. Fellowships are awarded to individuals in the early stages of their graduate study, and applicants must have completed no more than 12 months of full-time graduate study. Applicants must also be citizens or permanent residents. The fellowship provides three years of support usable over a 5-year period. Currently, the Fellow receives an annual stipend of $30,000, and the graduate institution receives a cost-of-education allowance of $12,000 a year. Proposals are submitted by the applicant via FastLane on one of the following dates: November 13 (Engineering, Computer and Information Sciences and Engineering, and Materials Research); November 14 (Mathematical Sciences, Chemistry, Physics, and Astronomy); November 16 (Social Sciences, Psychology, and STEM Education and Learning); and November 19 (Life Sciences and Geosciences).
· Doctoral Dissertation Improvement Grants in the Directorate for Biological Sciences (http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/2012/nsf12590/nsf12590.htm): These grants provide partial support (up to $13,000 for periods up to 24 months) of doctoral dissertation research to improve the overall quality of research. Allowed are costs for doctoral candidates to participate in scientific meetings, to conduct research in specialized facilities or field settings, and to expand an existing body of dissertation research. The student must have advanced to candidacy for a Ph.D. by the application deadline. The student must be enrolled at a U.S. university but need not be a U.S. citizen. This year’s deadline is November 9. Thereafter, the annual deadline will be the second Friday in November.
· SBE Doctoral Dissertation Research Improvement Grants (http://www.nsf.gov/publications/pub_summ.jsp?WT.z_pims_id=13453&ods_key=nsf11547): The NSF Division of Behavioral and Cognitive Sciences (BCS), Division of Social and Economic Sciences (SES), National Center for Science and Engineering Statistics (NCSES), and the SBE Office of Multidisciplinary Activities (SMA) award grants to doctoral students to improve the quality of dissertation research. These grants provide funds for items not normally available through the student’s university. Additionally, they allow doctoral students to undertake significant data-gathering projects and to conduct field research in settings away from their campus that would not otherwise be possible. Deadline dates and award duration and size vary by discipline, so doctoral students should follow the link to their specific discipline. The student must be enrolled at a U.S. institution but does not need to be a U.S. student. The student’s dissertation advisor submits the proposal on behalf of the student.
· NSF Astronomy and Astrophysics Postdoctoral Fellowships (http://www.nsf.gov/funding/pgm_summ.jsp?pims_id=5291&org=NSF): These fellowships provide an opportunity for highly qualified recent doctoral scientists to carry out an integrated program of independent research and education. Fellows may engage in observational, instrumental, theoretical, laboratory or archival data research in any area of astronomy or astrophysics, in combination with a coherent educational plan for the duration of the fellowship. The program supports researchers for a period of up to three years with fellowships that may be taken to an eligible host institution of their choice. The annual fellowship amount is $89,000, including both a stipend and a fellowship allowance that is used for such things as research supplies, office space, and health insurance. The applicant must be a citizen or permanent resident. Proposals are due the second Wednesday in October.
Opportunities through Institutional Grants

· CyberCorps: Scholarship for Service (SFS) (http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/2012/nsf12585/nsf12585.htm): The Scholarship Track provides two years of scholarship support to undergraduate and master’s level students and up to three years of support to doctoral students. The institution awards scholarship to students in the last two or three (doctoral) years of their study. Scholarship recipients must be U.S. citizens enrolled in a degree program in areas relevant to cybersecurity. In return for their scholarships, recipients must agree to after graduation for the Federal Government (or, with approval from NSF, for a State, Local, or Tribal Government) in a position related to cybersecurity for a period equal to the length of the scholarship. UTEP does not currently have an award under this program but has submitted an application. 
· Integrated Graduate Education and Research Traineeship Program (IGERT) (http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/2011/nsf11533/nsf11533.htm): Institutions submit proposals for an integrative, research-based, graduate education and training program in emerging areas of science and engineering. The proposal should be organized around an interdisciplinary theme that is based on transformative interdisciplinary research in all fields that NSF supports. Individual students supported through an IGERT should be citizens or permanent residents enrolled in a doctoral program. Trainees receive IGERT support for at least two years. Stipends are $30,000 per year; and institutions receive a cost-of-education allowance of $10,500 for things like tuition and fees. Traineeships may involve international opportunities or internships in the U.S. UTEP currently does not have an IGERT but applies on a regular basis. There is also a separate IGERT for training programs in computation and data enabled science and engineering and cyberinfrastructure research (http://www.nsf.gov/pubs/2012/nsf12555/nsf12555.htm). 
· NSF Scholarships in Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (S-STEM), http://www.nsf.gov/funding/pgm_summ.jsp?pims_id=5257&org=NSF: This program makes grants to institutions of higher education to support scholarships for academically talented students demonstrating financial need, enabling them to enter the STEM workforce or STEM graduate school, following completion of an associate, baccalaureate, or graduate-level degree in STEM disciplines. Grantee institutions are responsible for selecting scholarship recipients, reporting demographic information about student scholars, and managing the S-STEM project at the institution. UTEP currently has the following S-STEM awards: (1) Renato Aguilera and Lourdes Echegoyen, “Student Mentoring to Achieve Retention: TRIADS in Science (SMARTS)”; (2) Carlos Ferregut, et al., “Graduate Bridge Program for Highly Achieving Engineering and Computer Science Students”; (3) Keith Pannell, et al., “Recruiting and Keeping Undergraduate Students in the Sciences”; and (4) Vivek Tandon, et al., “Cultivating a Culture of Technical Success and Leadership Excellence among Hispanic Engineering Students: A Transformative Recruitment Model for Attracting High Achievers”. Students may check with the PIs (particularly with those for nos. 1 through 3) to see if there are any openings in the program(s). Stella Quinones recently submitted an S-STEM proposal targeting Hispanic pre-engineering students.
· Robert Noyce Teacher Scholarship Program, http://www.nsf.gov/funding/pgm_summ.jsp?pims_id=5733&org=NSF: Noyce seeks to encourage talented STEM majors and professionals to become K-12 math and science teachers. The Scholarship Track provides funds to institutions to support scholarships, stipends, and academic programs for undergraduate STEM majors and post-baccalaureate students holding STEM degrees who earn a teaching credential and commit to teaching in high-need K-12 school districts. The NSF Teaching Fellowship/Master Teaching Fellowship Track provides funding to support STEM professionals who enroll as NSF Teaching Fellows in master’s degree programs leading to teacher certification by providing academic courses, professional development, and salary supplements while they are fulfilling a four-year teaching commitment in a high-need district. This track also supports the development of NSF Master Teaching Fellows by providing professional development and salary supplements for exemplary mathematics and science teachers to become Master Teachers in high-need districts. Both tracks also support capacity building projects. UTEP currently has a scholarship track program (Eric Hagedorn, PI) that is targeting students in physics, chemistry, biological sciences, and geological sciences. UTEP also has a Capacity Building award that is likely to lead to a future scholarship track proposal (Elsa Villa, PI).
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)
Fellowships

· Science to Achieve Results (STAR) Graduate Fellowships (http://epa.gov/ncer/rfa/2013/2013_star_gradfellow.html): Topic areas for these fellowships are listed in the RFA. Fellowships provide up to $25,000 a year in stipends, up to $12,000 a year for tuition and fees, and another $5,000 for other authorized expenses. Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents. In 2012, proposals are due November 27. 

· Greater Research Opportunities (GRO) Fellowships for Undergraduate Environmental Study (http://epa.gov/ncer/rfa/2013/2013_gro_undergrad.html): Topic areas for these fellowships include Natural and Life Sciences, Environmental Sciences and Interdisciplinary Programs, Engineering, Social Sciences, Physical Sciences and Earth Sciences, and Mathematics and Computer Science. Fellows receive support for their junior and senior years of undergraduate study and for an internship at an EPA facility during the summer between their junior and senior years. The fellowship provides $20,700 per academic year of support and $8,600 for the 3-month internship. Applicants must be citizens or permanent residents. Applications are due December 5. NOTE: UTEP submitted a proposal in June 2012. If this proposal is not funded, it will be four to five years (or longer) before there is another competition.
· Foreign Language and Area Studies (FLAS) Fellowships (http://www2.ed.gov/programs/iegpsflasf/index.html): The FLAS program provides allocations of academic year and summer fellowships to institutions of higher education or consortiums of IHEs to assist meritorious undergraduate and graduate students undergoing training in modern foreign languages and related area or international studies. Eligible students apply for fellowships directly to their IHE. The award provides an institutional payment ($18,000 for a graduate student and $10,000 for an undergraduate student in 2010-2011 and $5,000 for a summer 2011 for both undergraduate and graduate students) and a subsistence allowance ($15,000 for a graduate student and $5,000 for an undergraduate student in 2010-2011 and $2,500 for a summer fellowship for both). The next competition is expected for FY2014, with proposals being due in Fall 2013.

· Fulbright-Hays Doctoral Dissertations Abroad (http://www2.ed.gov/programs/iegpsddrap/index.html): This program provides grants to colleges and universities to fund individual doctoral students who conduct research in other countries in modern foreign languages and area studies for periods of six to 12 months. Projects should deepen research knowledge on and help the nation develop capability in areas of the world not generally included in U.S. curricula. Project focusing on Western Europe are not supported. Students applying through their institution must be citizens or permanent residents, admitted to doctoral candidacy when the fellowship begins, planning on a teaching career in the U.S., and possess adequate skills in the pertinent language. Fellowships cover travel, maintenance and dependents allowances, research-related expenses, health and accident insurance, and a $100 administrative fee to the applicant institution. Competitions are held annually, with the last deadline having been June 14, 2012.

National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA)

Fellowships

· NASA Space Technology Research Fellowships (NSTRF), http://nspires.nasaprs.com/external/viewrepositorydocument/cmdocumentid=340787/solicitationId=%7B67565659-36F8-8888-A19E-6DC271DA6ED5%7D/viewSolicitationDocument=1/NSTRF13%2010%2010%202012%20release.pdf. Space Technology topic areas are listed in the RFP. Fellowships are awarded as training grants to the institution the student attends. Annual awards may not exceed a $36,000 stipend to the student, a $9,000 allowance to the faculty advisor, a $10,000 on-site NASA Center/R&D lab experience allowance, a $1,000 health insurance allowance, and a $12,000 tuition and fees allowance. Applicants must be citizens or permanent, have a bachelor’s degree prior to the 2013 fall term and be enrolled full-time in a master’s or doctoral program (awards may not be deferred). The application process is completed in two stages: First, the student submits his or her application package through NASA’s on-line NSPIRES system. Following the selection of Fellows, which is expected to occur around April 23, the graduate institutions of the selected Fellows submit a package providing information about the faculty advisor and a detailed training/fellowship budget. Students must submit their applications by December 4, 2012 at 6:00 Eastern Time; the target date for the second phase institutional submission is May 21.
U.S. Department of Education
Fellowships
· Jacob K. Javitz Fellowships Program (http://www2.ed.gov/programs/jacobjavits/index.html): This program provides fellowships to students undertaking doctoral or Master of Fine Arts (MFA) study in selected fields of the arts, humanities, and social sciences. Specific fields are listed in the program announcement. NOTE: The Javitz Fellowship Program competition for 2012-2013 was canceled because of budget cuts, but it might be reinstated. 
Training Grants

· Graduate Assistance in Areas of National Need (GAANN) (http://www2.ed.gov/programs/gaann/index.html): The GAANN program provides grants to institutions of higher education to support graduate fellowships for students with excellent academic records who demonstrate financial need and plan to pursue the highest degree available in their course of study at their institution. A project must provide fellowships in one or more areas of national need, e.g., area studies, biological sciences/life sciences, chemistry, computer and information sciences, engineering, foreign languages and literatures, mathematics, nursing, physics, and educational evaluation, research, and statistics in 2012. Cost-sharing of up to 25% is required. UTEP currently has a GAANN grant, Ashan Choudhuri, PI. The notice appeared in the Federal Register on December 15, 2011; proposals were due January 20.
· Ronald E. McNair Post-baccalaureate Achievement Program (http://www2.ed.gov/programs/triomcnair/index.html): The McNair program provides funds to institutions of higher education to prepare eligible participants for doctoral studies through involvement in research and other scholarly activities. Participants are from disadvantaged backgrounds and have demonstrated strong academic potential. Institutions work closely with participants as they complete their undergraduate requirements. Institutions encourage participants to enroll in graduate programs and then track their progress through to the successful completion of advanced degrees. The goal is to increase the attainment of Ph.D. degrees by students from underrepresented segments of society.
U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID)
· Donald M. Payne International Development Fellowship Program (http://paynefellows.org/?areaid=2&contentid=941&CFID=193&CFTOKEN=E850610D-4011-403C-9F6EF854B7C75DA0): The purpose of the USAID Payne Fellowship Program is to attract outstanding young people who are interested in pursuing careers in the Foreign Service of the USAID. Fellowships provide $45,000 annually for two years of master’s-level education ($20,000 in tuition and fees, $15,000 stipend, $10,000 toward a summer internship). At the end of the two-year period, the Fellow is expected to complete the master’s degree in international development or in a related field such as history, political science, or public administration and then to spend a minimum of three (3) years as a USAID Foreign Service Officer. Applicants must be U.S. citizens. Two fellowships will be awarded in 2013. The application deadline is January 23, 2013.

Professional Associations
· National Consortium for Graduate Degrees for Minorities in Engineering and Science (GEM) Fellowships (http://www.gemfellowship.org/gem-fellowship): GEM offers both master’s level and doctoral level fellowships. Master’s level fellowships provide up to two summer work experiences in industry and a portable fellowship that can be used in an engineering program at any GEM member university, including UTEP. GEM provides a $4,000 living stipend per semester for up to four (4) semesters. The GEM member university provides full tuition and fees. GEM Ph.D. Engineering and Science Fellowships provide full tuition and fees at a GEM member university, a minimum of one paid summer internship, and a $16,000 stipend in the fellow’s first year at a GEM member university. The GEM member university provides a stipend in each of years 2-5. Applicants for both master’s-level and doctoral fellowships must be U.S. citizens or permanent residents and from groups underrepresented in science and engineering.
· American Educational Research Association (AERA) Dissertation Grants (http://www.aera.net/ProfessionalOpportunitiesFunding/FundingOpportunities/AERAGrantsProgram/DissertationGrants/tabid/12812/Default.aspx): The goals of the AERA Dissertation Grants Program are (1) to stimulate research on U.S. education Issues using data from the large-scale, national and international data sets supported by the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES), NSF, and other federal agencies: and (20 to increase the number of educational researchers using the data sets. Dissertation grants are available for advanced doctoral students and are intended to support the student while writing the dissertation. Up to $20,000 in stipends is available for one-year projects. The next application deadline is January 23, 2013.

· National Physical Science Consortium (NPSC) Graduate Fellowships in Science and Engineering (http://www.npsc.org/Applicants/Applicants/fellowshipinfo.html): NPSC runs a fellowship program that is actually sponsored by several federal agencies, including the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST), the National Security Agency (NSA), Sandia National Laboratories, and Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory. Individuals receiving traditional fellowships may receive support (stipends of $20,000 annually) for two or three years or up to six years, at the discretion of the sponsor. The sponsor also provides $6,000 to NPSC to cover its expenses in coordinating the fellowship program. The dissertation support program covers the period of dissertation research and defense, up to a maximum of four years. Eligible fields of study include the physical, mathematical, geological, and computer sciences and chemical, computer, electrical, environmental, and mechanical engineering. Fellows may attend any NPSC member university, including UTEP. Applicants must be U.S. citizens; and the participating agencies may nominate fellows directly, obviating the selection process.
Private Foundations
· Ford Foundation Predoctoral Fellowships (http://sites.nationalacademies.org/PGA/FordFellowships/PGA_047958): Ford Predoctoral Fellowships are awarded for study in research-based doctoral programs in the sciences, humanities, arts (excluding performance doctorates), social sciences (including economics), and engineering. See list of fields on website. Fellows must be U.S. citizens or nationals. Applicants should be entering a doctoral program in the fall after the application is submitted or must, if already enrolled, provide evidence that they still have three years of full-time doctoral study remaining. Three years of support is provided within a five year period. Fellows receive an annual stipend of $20,000; and the doctoral institution receives an allowance of $2,000 in lieu of tuition and fees.  Fellows must be committed to teaching and research at the college or university level. Membership in an underrepresented minority group will be considered as a positive factor in selection. This year’s deadline is November 14.
· Ford Foundation Dissertation Fellowships (http://sites.nationalacademies.org/PGA/FordFellowships/PGA_047959): These fellowships are offered in the same fields as the Predoctoral fellowships are. Again, applicants must be U.S. citizens or nationals, membership in an underrepresented minority group will be considered a positive factor in selection, and a commitment to college or university teaching is required. Dissertation fellowships provide a one-year stipend of $21,000 to demonstrate that they have advanced to doctoral candidacy by the time the fellowship begins. They are expected to finish the doctorate by the end of the fellowship term or shortly thereafter. This year’s deadline is November 19.
· Woodrow Wilson (WW) Foundation Higher Education Fellowships (http://www.woodrow.org/higher-education-fellowships/index.php): WW provides fellowships in the following areas: (1) Tomas R. Pickering Foreign Affairs Undergraduate Fellowships  provide support of up to $40,000 for fellows’ last year of undergraduate studies and first year of graduate school as students prepare to enter the Foreign Service of the U.S. Department of State. Applicants must be U.S. citizens who are in their junior year and have a GPA of at least 3.2. Finalists will be invited to participate in an interview process. On-line applications are currently available but must be submitted by February 18, 2013. (2) Thomas R. Pickering Foreign Affairs Graduate Fellowships provide support of up to $40,000 for fellows to complete a two-year master’s degree program. Applicants must be citizens, have a minimum GPA of 3.2, and be seeking admission to graduate school for the following academic year. On-line applications must be submitted by January 21, 2013. 
· NAEd (National Academy of Education)/Spencer Dissertation Fellowships (http://naeducation.org/NAEd_Spencer_Dissertation_Fellowship.html): This program is designed to encourage a new generation of scholars from a variety of fields to undertake research relevant to the improvement of education. These fellowships support individuals whose dissertations show potential for bringing fresh and constructive perspectives to the history, theory, or practice of formal or informal education anywhere in the world. Applicants must be candidates for a doctoral degree at a graduate school in the U.S. but need not be U.S. citizens. Fellowships are not intended to finance data collection or completion of doctoral course work, but rather to support the final analysis of the research topic and the writing of the dissertation. Thus the application package includes documentation that all pre-dissertation requirements will have been completed prior to fellowship award. Although the dissertation topic must concern education, graduate study may be in any academic discipline. The annual stipend is $25,000. The last deadline was October 5, 2012.
